HIVOS AT AIDS
MEETINGS IN MEXICO
“The number of HIV infections among men who have 
sex with men (MSM) is disproportionally high and 
growing rapidly. If the discrimination, stigmatisat ion 
and homophobia facing MSM does not end, it will 
not be possible to reach these people. And then HIV/
AIDS cannot be eliminated in this group.”

This is the conclusion of Paul Jansen, coordinator of the 

Hivos programme for gay emancipation. He shares that 

observation with the other attendees of the Global Forum 

on MSM held on the weekend before the International AIDS 

conference in Mexico from 3 to 8 August. At this conference, 

20,000 scientists and other experts exchanged the latest 

information on the struggle against HIV/AIDS. Hivos had an 

information booth at the meeting which it shared with the 

collaborative alliances of which it is a member, Alliance 2015 

and StopAidsNow! There were also spectacular dance per-

formances by Hivos partner Kenya Performing Arts Group 

(K-PAG) as part of the Virus Free Generation campaign of 

Alliance2015. Paul Jansen: “A breakthrough for me was

They need to have ac-

cess to medical treatment, be protected from discrimination 

and stigmatisation and retain as many chances as possible

“It is 

important for artists to package their message so that it is 

not banned by the censors”, says Wagner. The conference

an essential role to art and culture in building democratic 

and pluralistic societies.
